               2. Requesting your ward to desist from indulging in ragging.

Dear Sir,

I request you to kindly go through the reports of the Ministry of Human Resources Development, Government of India with the directions of the

supreme court of India(SLP NO. 24295 OF 2006) available at the Ministry’s website www.education.nic.in  .

Ragging is considered as a cognizable offence under the law on a par with rape and atrocities against women and ill- treatment of persons belonging to SC/ST.

Ragging is a misconduct whether by words spoken or written or by an

act which the effect of teasing, treating or handling with rudeness any other student,indulging in rowdy or indisciplined activities which causes or is likely to cause annoyance, hardship or psychological harm or to raise fear or apprehension thereof

in a fresher or a junior student or asking the students to any act or perform something which such student will not do in the ordinary course and which has the effect of causing or generating a sense of shame or embracement so as to adversely affect the physic or psyche of a fresher or a junior student.

As per the committee recommendations, you are requested to advise your

ward not to indulge in any activities related of ragging.  

You are also required to give an undertaking (Performa enclosed) by signing both parent / guardian and student in duplicate. One set of undertakings need to be submitted to the institute and another set to the hostel administration of the institute.

All students should submit their undertakings along with parent/ guardian

undertakings at the time of registrations and during hostel allotment.

Punishable ingredients of ragging:-

Abetment to ragging.

Criminal conspiracy to rag.

Unlawful assembly and rioting while ragging.

Public nuisance created during ragging.

Violation of decency and morals through ragging.

Injury to body, causing hurt or grievous hurt.

Wrongful restraint.

Wrongful confinement.

Use of criminal force.

Assault as well as sexual offences or unnatural offences.

● Extortion.

Criminal trespass.

Offences against property.

Criminal intimidation.

Attempts to commit any or all of the above mentioned offences against the

victim(s).

Physical or psychological humiliation.

All other offences following from the definition of “Ragging”.

Punishments:-

At the institute level :

Depending upon the nature and gravity of the offence as established by the Anti-

Ragging committee of the institute, the possible punishments for those found guilty of ragging at the institute level shall be any one or any combination of the following:

Suspension from attending classes and academic privileges.

Withholding/ withdrawing scholarships/ fellowship and other benefits.

Debarring from appearing in any test/ examination or other evaluation process.

Withholding results

Debarring from representing the institute in any regional, national or

international meet, tournament, youth festival, etc.

Suspension/ expulsion from the hostel.

Cancellation of admission.

Rustication from the institution for period ragging from 1 to 4 semesters.

Expulsion from the institution and consequent debarring from admission to any

other institution for a specific period.

Fine ranging between Rupees 25,000/- and Rupees 1 lakh .

Collective punishment: when the persons committing or abetting the crime of

ragging are not identified, the institution shall resort to collective punishments.
